	Write how Abraham Lincoln (1809–1865) changed slaves’ lives. 
	Create a short story about a boy or girl who changes someone’s life.  What happened?
	Write a speech about what changes you would like in the world and say why they are important.

	Record the weather conditions each day in a week: temperature, rainful etc.
