Please send pictures to the ‘ask 

the teacher’ email address by Friday 8th March (and 

ideally sooner!)

Day. Dressing up will be the next day on the Friday.  

At 1pm we will be dropping everything to read across the 

whole school.  

On Monday 4th March we will be holding a book swap in the 

hall.  

If you are able to, please send in a book that your child is 

happy to part with. We need all books by next Friday (1st 

March).  

If your child brings in more than one book, they will be given a 

token to choose two books at the book fair.  

All children will take a book home.
